Excellent, Etienne.  I was going to mention that for anyone who's playing, and doesn't have either a financial or moral
aversion to putting money into the game for Flex Points, this is a good time to create a new player.  Each player can
purchase 3 boosts (automatic level ups, incl. the 5 skill points) every season, but the boosts don't carry over from season
to season.  So, if you wanted to create a player and boost him, it would be better to it before this season ends in the next
few days.  



You could, theoretically, create a player today and have him be a lvl 6 at the start of the next season without him ever
playing a game.



Another tip in creating players is "re-rolling".   If you don't like the intro stats given to your new player, you can retire him
without penalty and try and get another one with better initial attributes.  The key, here, is to make sure that the
meaningless abilities (i.e., for an HB, kicking, punting, throwing and tackling) are very low (7 or 8), which will mean that
the rest of the points will have been spread around to areas of need.

It may make sense to wait until tonight to see whether it makes sense for you to stay on the waiting list or not.   Today is
the 30th day of my account, so I should, theoretically, stop falling down the list.  If we are close tonight/tomorrow, then it
may make sense for you to drop so that you can recoup the flex points.



Also, the game changed the rules so it's now possible to sign short-term contracts (10/15/20 day) if you're lower than lvl
10, and to sign contracts that terminate at the end of the season.  This will make it easier to make sure we are all
available when we get a team (if it's at the beginning of next season).  I'm still holding out hope that we will get a team
this offseason, but that's just blind optimism



JtS, maybe try and get friendly again with your owner, as there won't be any more XP-related playing time this year (after
today), and getting him to release/renegotiate you would be nice. 



One thing we may want to consider (Matej, I PM'd this to you yesterday in the game) is trying to build our players to fit
into our future team.  For example, my nephew and I coordinated our DT and LB builds, so from now on I will make my
DT more of an NT (stronger, run stopper), while his DT will be more of a pass rusher.  Some ideas I have on this score
(though please argue/ignore/suggest something else, as I'm just going off what I learned reading the forums):



FB--JtS, I can't see your FB's stats, but it would be great if you had him focus on run-blocking for awhile.  Our HBs will be
fairly high level (and so can handle the majority of carries), but will need blocking help as I'm not sure how good our
guards will be at pulling in the short-term.



OT--My guy is a pretty good LT (pass blocker), as he hasn't given up a sack yet this season and will be level 12 later
today.  We should have at least two of our other OTs focus on run-blocking (it's the sexier position, as it gets the
pancakes) so they can play at RT, and have at least one other OT be a pass blocker (to start/backup LOT). I don't know
what your various stats look like, so maybe we should discuss here who would be better doing what.



G-Inca, I noticed that Plaintain James is a G and not an OT (I changed it in the list below).  I don't know what your stats
are, but if the strength and blocking has gotten fairly high, it would be great if he could focus on speed/agility (up to about
28-30), as guard pulling is important in freeing up elusive HBs.  I will build my guard to eventually be able to pull, but he's
a low level and it will take a little time.



DE--Matej, my guy is getting built as a pass rusher (RDE), it would be great if you could have your guy built as a LDE
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(pass rushing is still important, but he also has to have strength/vision as most running plays goes to that side of the field
and he has to take on the ROT and the TE).



LBs--My nephew is altering his build to become a MLB (more strength, less speed), while my guy is an OLB. 
Etienne/JtS, I don't think it matters at this point whether you go OLB or MLB, as we'll need both.  One thing I've read,
though, is that putting points into all SAs is a mistake at lower levels (below 12).  It's better, apparently, to concentrate on
getting the basic skills up, so that the percentage boost from the SAs are operating off a higher base.  Of course, this is
just current theory, and there's no telling what is truly right or wrong.  One thing I do know is that speed, agility and vision
for LBs are all very (and, probably equally) important.  The morale-destroying SAs apparently don't work much unless
you have high confidence yourself.



CB-I think these builds all end up looking the same regardless of position. I just started a guy that I plan on turning into a
reserve CB, starting PR/KR (I retired another HB that was going to do this, b/c I realized that the CBs have KR/PR-
specific SAs.  Matej, if your owner is willing to let you go when we have a team, that would be great.  If not, you can
always wait out your contract (or compromise by shortening it to a determined end date).  One possibility, though I'm not
sure we should start negotiations on this, is that I think our eventual team could agree to pay back a portion of the
signing bonus (player-cash trade) if that helps.  Would rather not have to do this, as money will be tight, but it's an option.



K-I'm not sure that two kickers will help us that much, but I'm wondering whether one of them can be play as a P.  No
idea what the out-of-position hit is.  Any ideas.

If you wouldn't mind putting some points into strength/blocking for the next couple of
levels, that would be excellent.



Also, one of the better player building tactics is to use all of your equipment on the one skill that is most important for
your player.  The reasoning is that once a skill gets up to 48 it costs 2 SPs to go up 1 lvl (as opposed to the 1:1 ratio
before), but equipment points don't count in this math.  For example, a player using lvl 1 and lvl 8 equipment all on
strength, can get 1:1 SP/ability point until 56 rather than 48.  This benefit becomes more pronounced at latter levels
when it costs 3 or 4 SPs to move an ability up one point.



Since I've realized this, I've been selling back my equipment that favors non-major skills and repurchasing equipment for
the major skill.  I do this when I level up, so that I can make up for the points lost in the non-major ability from selling the
equipment by using the 5 SPs gained at each level.

I think you're right that it's a good idea to retire your K if GY is going to be active. We definitely could use help at guard,
center and either safety position (also WR, D-line and CB, but I'm guessing you don't want two of those players yourself),
or you could save the flex points to use for boosting next season.



By the way, I retired my old DT (Tommy Twitter) for a new DT (Jay Naustin), b/c I have a new theory that for positions
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where there are only 2 or 3 "major" abilities (with a major ability being one that is part of the automatic 2 ability points per
level), it is worth maxing them out as quickly as possible so that automatic leveling points attain extra value.  This is
because when an ability hits 48.3 points, the next 12 points in that ability cost 2 SPs instead of one (at 60, it costs 3 SPs,
then, I think, at 67 it costs 4 SPs, etc. up to around 20 SPs per point around 95). However, a DT automatically receives
0.66 ability points for each level in strength (also tackling and agility, but strength is more impt for the position).  



So, if a DT hits 48.3 in strength by level 3, for example, he will have 54.9 at level 13 at the cost of no SPs (it would have
cost 20 SPs, or the full input of 4 levels worth of SPs to do this otherwise). This allows you to spread those 20 SPs
around to other abilities that would otherwise have to be neglected.



What I'm trying to say (with an admitted lack of coherence), is that for positions where one ability is particularly important,
and where the automatic leveling points are significant (C, G, DT, P and K, being the obvious ones), getting that ability
up to 48.3 as quickly as possible will ensure that you don't have to pay an inordinate amount of SPs down the road to get
to the same place.  This will cause some imbalance at early levels, but will make the player much stronger down the
road. 



Anyway, I have a new DT that I re-rolled until he started with 20 strength, I then put all the initial SPs into strength so that
he now has 35 strength at level 1 and will hit the max when I boost him in a couple of days.



Please except my apology for this prolonged geek-
fest.

I'm not a fan of a long-term build that focuses only on one or two abilities, but as a short-term focus, I think it makes
sense in a few circumstances (as described in my earlier post). The key is to maximize the key skill very early on in the
build, so that by the time the player is at level 8 or 9, he will have been able to bring up the lesser attributes to non-joke
levels. For example, a punter with 48.3 in punting and 18 in strength is going to be useless.  But if he hits 48.3 by lvl 4,
then there's plenty of time to push up the strength (and vision and confidence) to levels that make him a good punter.



No problem with the two-teams issue.  Even if they give me a team after you have one, I can sell it back, I think, rather
easily.  Hopefully, we'll know in advance whether and when we are likely to get the team as they should let us know how
many teams they are rolling out and in what timeframe.



As for the depth chart, I think it's inevitable that we will have to do some recruiting outside of OTF, as at some point it
makes more sense for guys to spend their FPs on boosting rather than filling another hole.

If you'd like, I'd be happy to offer specific suggestions for how to allocate points if you boost your players.  



One general suggestion is to not put more points into special abilities for awhile.  If you take the longview of a couple of
seasons, I think it is better to get your normal skills up before the SAs, mainly b/c the normal skills will start costing
double, triple, etc. as many skill points as they do now.  If you get them up quicker, then automatic leveling points will
help them continue to go up regularly even when additional points are more expensive.  Also, the effectiveness of most
SAs seem to be predicated on the base SA amount, so getting the base amount up first probably makes good sense.



Matej, unless you are really worried that Neon Leon won't be able to KR/PR, I think it makes sense to move him up the
depth chart.  The lower level players will get more XPs/play than Neon, so even if they have fewer plays, they will level
up just as fast if not faster.  Also, we can set the energy settings so that Neon Leon comes out for subs at a relatively
high energy level, to ensure a constant rotation.



Matej and Etienne, we should probably figure out a way to discuss tactics (at least generally) outside of the GLB forums
(too many people give tactics away to opponents).  I guess we could use this thread or email.

(Which I noticed me and Gyuri doing on
the DC, unintentially, this weekend.) If everybody is okay with this, I'll restrict what GMs can do, but re-assign it as
needed when the time comes.



As far as special teams goes, yes, the ideal as the 'wedge' is fullbacks.  It is incredibly important that the wedge picks up
the first man on the KO team.  Otherwise the returner goes nowhere.  Whether this needs to be pure blocking, or speed
& blocking I'm not sure yet.



In general (since I might not be able to say before our first game), our offense can be much more balanced then how we
were set up on the weekend. JTS' fullback and JT Stretch will be two of the best in the league.

Regarding depth charts, I don't know if you can restrict offense/defense.  We could just agree not to change things, and
any comments we have on the depth chart on the other side of the ball we can PM or post here rather than changing
directly.



On kick returns (less for PRs), I think the wedge needs speed as it's usually 15-20 yards before the coverage team gets
there, which is plenty of time for the returner to outrun offensive linemen.  Further, I think blocking is slightly less
important on the wedge than at other KRS spots, b/c it's usually the DBs that get their first (although, I guess with the
weird builds in this games it could be fast DEs or LBs).  We'll figure this out as we see how things turn out in the first few
games.



As for the offensive gameplan, my initial thoughts are:



Run/Pass percentage--I'm thinking of going 50/50 in the first game so we can get a good look at how we perform on both
sides of the ball (also, though we'll probably be a running team eventually, we only have one real HB at the moment, and
I don't want him overstressed).  Our passing game is helped b/c we now have 2 lvl 13 WRs to go with our lvl 12 HB and
lvl 14 FB.



Inside/Outside Runs--I'm thinking of going extreme outside (20/80) for the first game, as our o-line lacks strength on the
inside, making inside running tougher.  I wish we could designate the HB to run outside and the FB to run inside, but
that's not an option yet.



HB/FB/QB Run Preference--I'm thinking 65/35/0 for this game.  



Short/Medium/Long Passes--I'm thinking 25/65/10.  Our QB is relatively accurate, but not particularly strong (I'm building
up throwing, then vision, then strength with him), and long passes tend to be ineffective with QBs less than level 16 or
so.  Though we have good backs, I left short passes at 25, b/c, in my experience, the swing pass to the HB and FB are
often incomplete or gain only a few yards.



WR/TE/FB/HB Pass Percentage--70/10/10/10.  I've kept the FB/HB passes low for the reason mentioned above.  Our
TEs, at the moment, are more blocking TEs than receiving TEs (though I'll be working on my guy's speed and agility
shortly).  Finally, We have 2 high quality WRs, who should get the damn ball.



Anyway, those are my preliminary thoughts prior to seeing what our opponent will look like.  Please argue with them.

This was less of a problem with the backup QB, b/c he was pretty good, but the
CPU RB was on the field too much and useless. In any event, too many of our good players ended the game with 85+
energy, which is not what we want. Only 2 of our guys had less than 80 energy, with the lowest being 75.

I can't find the FAQ or forum thread for you at the moment, b/c I can't reach the site right now.  The explanation for the
various intensities are that:



Hard intensity gives you a 10% bonus to your base skills, but causes you to burn in-game "breath" much faster (meaning
you leave the game quicker or become less effective, depending on the team's energy tactics).  It never says how much
faster you burn in-game "breath", but that's because they are intentionally opaque about that factor.  There are many
factors that go into in-game breath (stamina level, starting energy, what your player does in the game, abilities of
opponent, etc.), but you can the difference is noticeable game to game.
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Normal intensity give you no bonus, but you burn in-game "breath" at a regular rate.



Relaxed intensity costs a 10% hit against your base skills, but you burn in-game breath at a reduced rate.

Matej,



I signed a new lvl 7 guard to replace the guy who wants to be traded.  The new guy is better, so if we can get cash for
the old guy, then it's a great deal all around.



Should I drop the old guard from the depth chart?



JtS,



I think (if Matej agrees) that we can spare the couple bucks for a piece of equipment.  As for intense training, I think our
policy on that is that we'd rather no one on our team train on intense.  The reasons for that are (a) intense training is
really expensive, (b) we, as a team, don't have enough to support that and help players buy equipment, and (c) we want
every player to be at 100 energy before each game.  



For example, at level 13 (Lucas Fire's level), intense training costs $2,600, normal training costs $975 and relaxed costs
$130.  We can't afford to pay every player $2,600/day yet, and won't be able to for at least another season.  Second, lvl
16 equipment costs a total of $50,000 for the 4 pieces.  We won't be able to pay out $50,000 bonuses to every player
that hits lvl 16 this year, so we need the players to save money with their training if they want to purchase lvl 16
equipment (this is why every one of my player's trains on relaxed, and they are all being paid the minimum for their level).
 



Another way of thinking about this is, how much it costs for one point.  If you have a player at level 13, and you want to
add a point to a skill that is relatively low (say 20), the difference in skill points gained between intense training and
relaxed training is .09 (relaxed gets you .29 a day, intense gets you .38).  That means it will take about 11 days on
intense training to get an extra point over training on relaxed.  The additional cost of training on intense, though, is
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
